General Testing Checklist
All of the following should be checked and verified before the final launch of any application or piece of Maxx.

General Things to Look For/Consider

1.Make sure there is intro/help text on each page.
2. Read all text carefully for spelling/grammar mistakes.

3.Check title tags to make sure they are accurate. 

Form Elements and Checking

· Appropriate Feedback/action when a totally blank page is submitted
· Fields marked as required are actually required.

· Fields not marked as required are in fact not required.

· All fields handle special characters: Use this to test: ~!@#$%^&*()"?'<>
· Text fields handle HTML tags or at least don't error out: <b>Bold</b>

· All fields save: i.e. check input form against display form

· For URL fields, make sure that it all works whether or not you include http://

· Make sure text wraps in text boxes.

· Fields are appropriate size to hold info. i.e. if ID number is 10-digits, then a search for ID box should hold at least 10 digits.

· For image uploads, explain how the uploader works, and provide recommended image dimensions and file size.

Public/WWW Pages

1.Indicate which fields are required with a red * or some other sign; note what the * means at the top of the page. 

2.Provide an example next to date fields, e.g., Example: mm/dd/yyyy, e.g. 01/22/2001. 

Use one low numbers to indicate that the date must use 0, Use high day to make it clear which is month and which is day, Use 4-digit year.

3.Provide an example next to URL fields, e.g., Example: http://www.matrixgroup.net/careers/apply.htm 

4.Do not display field names for blank fields, unless specifically requested by the client, e.g., do not display URL: if the URL field is blank in the database. 

5.URLs and e-mail addresses should be automatically linked. 

6.Test the display with varying graphics of varying dimensions.
